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This journal was kept by William Sorell (1800 - 1860) on his
voyage to Van Diemen's Land and during the first eighteen months of
his life in the Colony. William Sorell was born on 15 July 1800, the
eldest son of William $orell, who served as Lt. Governor of Van Diemen's
Land from 1816 until May 1824, and Louisa Matilda (Cox), who was
separated from her husband in 1807 and remained in Bngland with their
seven children. Young William Sorell arrived in Hobart in December
1823 to see his father and stayed at Government House with his father
and Mrs Kent until their departure in May 1824, He was appointed
Registrar of the new Supreme Court of V.D.L., opened in May 1824.
Shortly afterwards Sorell, with his friend William Fletcher, leased a
house in New Town. In 1825 Sorell met Elizabeth Julia Kemp (daughter
of Anthony Fenn Kemp) whom he married in September 1825 at St. David's
Cathedral.

This transcript has been prepared by the University of Tasmania
Library (Archives Section) from the original journal lent by the owner,
Max Forbes Sorell.

For clarity punctuation has been inserted where appropriate, and
Sorell's abbreviations have been extended (except for Lon., Lat. and
ther [mometer | repeated daily during the voyage). The pound sign (£),

often place by Sorsll after the figure, has always been placed before
the figure, according to modern custom.

A xerox copy of the original manuscript is also bound with this

Jalked
about the farm to view the improvements. They were certeinly
extensive.

I slept again at doods'. May I alweys sleep in the house of as good
a mah. 4 little rain to day. Jdood told me Col. Arthur told him
that he had received instructions from farl Bathurst to pay my father
a pension of £500 a year for his services to this Colony.

Saturday Jany 15th
Got up about & o'clock after a good night's rest. Breakfasted and
started off about 11 o'clock. after we left Wood's it rained very hard

and hailed at times. It was likewise exceeding cold. Je got wet
through and dry again three times. We at last arrived at Dr. Bromley's
at 4 o'clock. de could not get a change of clothes. Dr 3romley being

a large man, his coat would have served for the 3 of us and as we had
no wish to be bubttoned all up together we prererred remaining as we
were. de however got a good dinner and plenty of zood wine - Fletcher
got funny - and we all 3 slept soundly in & marquee near the house.
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We saw the falls of the Clyde - the fall is aboub 50 faet but owing
to this dry weather, it was not worth viewing the water. Scarcely
a fall at all. Dr. Paton was kind enough to shew us to the falls,
Dr. Pabton considers himself{ a particularly learned man and he shewed
us some simple stone which he was pleased to call petrified moss.
The country we passed over to day was excellent as sheep running but
it was too hilly, scarcely fit for any thing else.

Sunday Jany 16th
wWe got up about 8 o'clock , breukfasted and rode with Dr. Bromley as
far as lawrenny, lately the estate of k. Lord ksgy. bub now made over
to his brother Sir John Uwen. It is about 7 miles from Bromley's

farm. Upon our return we dined at Bromley's, had an excellent dinner
and good wine - Paterson got very funny. We slept in the marquee again.

It was rather a fine day.

Lawrenny is a delightful place near the banks of the Derwent. I saw
the finest stock yard there I had seen in the Colony. We rode over

some fine country to day. The viewing of this country about the Lower

Clyde is beautiful.
We rode 14 miles to day.

fonday Jany 17th
de got up about 8 o'clock, breakfasted and started off about 11 -

Dr. Bromle; with us. Je sbopped and refreshed at #r Spode's {Clerk
to the Supreme Court). We left Dr, Bromley there, he was about
to return to the Clyde. We arrived at New Norfolk about 4 o'clock.

We supped and slept at Langton's Inn and fared very well. I paid
bill 1-11-0.

We rode over my Father's estate Norton Mandeville. Ne saw some of

the sheep, they looked badly. I was told by a man shearing the sheep

there was land near to be disposed of = near Mr Wells. I thought
at the time of taking it, it being so near my Father's.

We rode 22 miles to day. I'he day was Tine,

Tuesday Jany 13th

Governor will be glad to see Mr Sorell if he is not engaged
in the Court.

I of course walted upon His Honor directly (not being engaged in the
Court) Our interview was to the following effect - He gave me to

understand that he sent for me to let me know he had received instruct-
ious from darl Bathurst to pay my Father a pension of 2500 a year.
(fhis I knew before) I thanked him of course for his kindness. 1
then asked him how he liked his journey to Launceston ete. This over,
he said to me in words nearly as follows:

"Persons are in the habit of saying [ dislike all your father's
friends and that I disapprove of many of his measures. I assure
you Mr Sorell this is not the case. Now there is Dr. Bromley
and Mr avens. Dr. Bromley has brought it all upon himself and
you are aware I dare say there was only one way for me to act in
this business and as to Mr fvans your Father told me he suspected
that there was something wrong in his Department and if it had
been pointed out to him he would have taken notice of it. It
has been pointed out to me and I could not but take notice of it
officially."

He then told me my salary would be increased and that he hoped and
made no doubt but that I should be confirmed. He likewise gave me
to understand that he had paid Mr Butler's passage oub of my increasa
of salary and which he had stated to isarl Bathurst and which he
thought would tend to confirm me in my appointment. He told me he
had done every thing in his power to secure me the situation and that
he should be most happy to serve me. e likewise told me the moment
I thought of moving my clerk I mizht do so (a stretch certainly) and
concluded by saying "If you are not engaged perhaps you will do me
the pleasure of dining with me tomorrow."

It appears to me he meant nothing more or less than this - he knew

he had behaved very ill to me by not taking any notice of me for 6

or 7 months any more than my father's friends. He saw by his

journey across the country that the name of Sorell was still respected
and that treating it with disrespect would add to his being unpopular.
He therefore sent for me as being the first step towards his reform-~
abion. If he had not sent for me as he did I had made up my mind
(had he been pleased to invite me) to decline, let what migzht be

the conseguence.
